BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

This house in the Wilcox Addition, designed by Wm. H. Pease, was
purchased in September 1892 by Alfred Anderson and his young
wife. Tragically, Alfred Anderson was killed in the fire at the Charles
Pope Glucose Factory on May 17, 1893, as reported in the General
Report on May 27, 1893. Their son, J. Eric Anderson, born on March
23, 1893, lived in Geneva for his entire life and worked as a city
engineer for many years, as noted in the General Report on April 11,
1974.

The home later became the residence of Fred and Albertina
(Anderson) Turnquist, as mentioned in the General Report on March
17, 1939. Fred was living at the house in 1939 when he passed.
Albertina lived in the home until her death at 90, as reported in the
Aurora Beacon on November 5, 1962. According to the 1900 census,
Alfred Anderson’s children included J. Eric and Laura, while the
Turnquist children, Charles, Ralph, Elsie, and Elaine, were also part
of the household. Anderson family members occupied the site until at
