BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The property at 116 Stevens Street is a Greek Revival structure built
c¢. 1850. The original central portion of the house has a wood cornice
and cornice returns indicative of the Greek Revival style. It also has
2/2 wood double hung windows and clapboard siding. The 1-story
addition at the west is believed to have been built fairly early, c.
1880, and the 1-story east side enclosed entry porch was built c.
1920. The two front windows have been modified into a single picture
window.

This building was approved for demolition in 2012. During that
process, a chain of title was researched, and is available in full in the
1999 paper survey. Property owners included Orville A. Smith, L. F.
Steves, and Margaret A. Steves.
