On November 30, 1945, ownership of the property was transferred from John Bloomdahl to Howard Bauder, and from 1947 to 1960, directories listed Howard Bauder as the owner.

John Bloomdahl, originally from LaFox and a graduate of Geneva schools, was a well-known general contractor in Geneva. In the 1950s and 1960s, he lived at 416 S. First Street in Eastview and built three buildings with garages on the first floor and apartments above, including 216 and 222 Stevens Street and 123 South Street, which was later demolished. Bloomdahl's property holdings included the lot at 216 Stevens and Lots 6 and 7 on the same block. An advertisement for J.H. Bloomdahl, Builder, appeared in The Geneva Republican on February 28, 1937, promoting his construction services in the area.
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
