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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: In 1935, the Sanborn Fire Insurance map depicted 222 Stevens Street as a one-story "warehouse" building. By 1936-37, the property was not listed as a residence in the directory. In 1937, a permit was granted to John Bloomdahl to build an apartment above an existing garage, as confirmed by City Council meeting minutes. The first tenants, Ralph Vogtman and his new bride, Miss Peggy O'Neill, moved into the apartment in August 1937 and were listed in the 1940 directory. By 1950, the directory included William Radeke as a resident, marking the first directory that listed both 216 and 222 Stevens Street.

John Bloomdahl, originally from LaFox and a graduate of Geneva schools, was a general builder in the Geneva area. In the 1950s and 60s, he resided at 416 S. First Street in Eastview. Bloomdahl constructed three buildings with garages on the first floor and apartments above: 216 and 222 Stevens, as well as 123 South Street, which has since been demolished. He also owned the lot where 216 Stevens is located and lots 6 and 7 on the block. An advertisement for J.H. Bloomdahl, Builder of Geneva, appeared in The Geneva Republican on February 28, 1937.
