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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: In the 1905 Sanborn Fire Insurance map, the lot this property sits on is empty. By 1912, a 1 1/2 T-shaped residence was visible. A porch spanned from the cross of the T to the base, and the T was oriented so that the longer side was towards the street. By 1923, the front porch still existed, and a similar form from the cross of the T to the base in the rear had been constructed and enclosed, making the form more rectangular. By 1930, a small addition, likely an enclosed back porch, had been added on the rear. A stable also existed in the back of the lot. This was consistent in 1945. Today, the property's footprint is similar, with no back porch.

Original owners are unknown, but Mr George Golding is listed at the address until 1935. By 1940, Iver and Mary Petersen and their family lived at the address and received a permit for a $400 addition to the house. Their son, John Peterson, enlisted in the military in 1946 at the age of 18. Iver Peterson passed away in 1957, at the age of 67, and Mary Peterson passed away in 1958, at the age of 52.

In 1959, Stanley E Cook and his family lived at the address, welcoming a baby that year. The house was sold in 1964. In 1966, Timothy R. Chalker is listed as a resident in local phone books. In 1967, Harry and Marion Lambert filed for a zoning variation to allow them to build a carport in the side lot.

In 1974, Tim D Klimowski is listed in phone books as a new resident.
