	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The area this property sits on is first visible in the 1891 Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. At that time, it is empty. It is also empty in the 1897 maps. In 1905, a residence is visible at the address that would become 111 N Third. This property has a center gable on the south side, front porch on the north half of the west (street-facing) side, and another porch that partially envelopes the center gable on the east half of the south side. The body of the property is two stories. In 1912, the footprint appears the same. In 1912, the Swedish M.E. Church appears for the first time down the street on the corner of Hamilton and Third. In 1923, the front porch is not visible on the 111 N Third property. A small garage is visible behind the church, near the space that would eventually be taken up by 109 N Third. In 1930 and 1945 the site appeared the same. 

In 1948, the Swedish Methodist Church merged with the First Methodist Church in Geneva. 111 N Third Street is listed in surveys as the former parsonage for the church, beginning in at least 1938.

111 N Third continues to appear as a residence in local phone books. In 1956, Clifford F Naden appears as the primary resident. His residency continues through at least 1966. In 1970, the address was listed as vacant. In 1973-74, the address has two potential residences listed. One is vacant and one is inhabited by G Lamczyk. 109 N Third does not appear in phone books through 1974.

In 1974, the address was rezoned from R-3, Multiple Family District, to B-1, Business District. A permit in 1993 was approved for an addition at 109/111 N Third Street. This is the earliest known permit at 109 N Third Street. The 1999 survey lists 109 N Third as a 1994 build that was connected to 111 through a central addition. These alterations were irreversible and created a loss in the property's Contributing status.
