BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The lot this property sits on is visible in Sanborn Fire Insurance maps
starting in 1891. On that map, the property is a 1 1/2 story rectangle
with a smaller one story addition centered on the south side. A porch
extends the 1 1/2 story section's front facade across the one story's.
A one story rear addition on the southern one story section extends
past the rear facade of the 1 1/2 story section's. Also on the lot is an
outbuilding in the rear. In 1897, the only change is that both one
story sections are fully connected. In 1905, the property is drawn the
same. By 1923, the outbuilding is gone, with a garage appearing by
1930. In 1945 there is no change, and the footprint appears
approximately the same today.

Much of the resident history of this property is unknown. Members of
the Burns family lived at the house from at least 1934 to 1958. In
1962 it is listed in local phone books as vacant. Eric A Swanson is
listed for 1966. John J Passfiume is listed from 1967, and recieved a
permit in 1967 for alterations to the kitchen. Vito J Gagliardo is listed
for 1973-74. In 1989, a rezoning and special use request was
