From then until the 1912 map, the area is empty. In 1923, a two story, rectangular house with an enclosed section extruding from the center of the rear appeared. A detached garage was centered on the south side of the lot. In 1930, both buildings on the lot appear the same. In 1945, the primary house still exists, and the first garage is gone. In the rear, a new building was constructed with a brick first floor. The first floor of this building was listed as a garage and the second was a dwelling.
The original owner of this property is unknown. Local phone books list Mrs Anne M Bowgren as the primary resident of 118 N Third from at least 1956 to 1966. In 1970, the site is listed as vacant. In the 1973-1974 phone book, S W Randall is listed as the primary resident. 
The rear garage is listed at the address 116 N Third in the 1999 survey. Erick W Collman is listed in local phone books as the primary resident in 1956. From 1958 to 1966, Ebba V Anderson is listed. In 1970, this address is also listed as vacant. In the 1973-1974 phone book, Helen Paulson is listed as the resident.
