	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The lot this property sits on is visible in Sanborn Fire Insurance maps beginning in 1891. At that time, it is empty. By 1897, a house is visible on the lot. This house is a two-story, L-shaped building with a 1 1/2 section on the rear, at the base of the L. A front porch extends from the top of the L towards the street. Also on the lot is a one story outbuilding in the rear. The property appears the same in 1905. In 1912, the house is the same, but the outbuilding is gone. In 1923, the front porch is not drawn, but a different porch is drawn on the south side of the 1 1/2 story section. A new garage was added in the rear of the lot. The footprint of both buildings appears the same on the 1930 and 1945 maps. The footprint appears approximately the same today.
The original owner of this property is not known. Mary T Quinn, daughter of pioneer residents Mr and Mrs James Quinn, lived at the address from 1923 until her death in 1948, after which an auction was held at the house to sell off her things. Her sister Elizabeth had lived with her until her passing in 1936, helping her in the dressmaking business.
Lyle G Hicks is listed in local phone books as the primary resident from at least 1956 to 1966. From at least 1970 to 1974, David Worley is listed. Additional history on this property is not known at this time.
This property contributes to the historic district for its association with the Quinn family and as an example of Queen Anne architecture.
