BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Thomas W. Poor House, originally constructed in 1852, had a
south wing added between 1860 and 1869. The property was listed
under Poor & Kelley in Ferslew’s Kane County Directory of 1857.
Poor was a pioneer settler of Geneva and a prominent Mason, as
well as working in hardware and as an assessor. He passed in 1901.
Mrs Thomas Poor remained in the house until 1916, when she
passed and the house was sold to Robinson.

In 1925, Mrs L E White purchased the property and engaged W E
Cummings to enlarge and rebuild the house. In 1938, the house was
made into a two-apartment residence by Martin Seastrom,
contractor, with the help of Maurice Moore, plasterer, and Quincy A
Parre and Louis Christenson, plumbing and heating contractors.
Later, on January 10, 1947, a private garage addition and alterations
to the existing apartment were completed, as noted in the December
General Report permits. In 1953, it was still advertised as a two
apartment house with separate entrances. In 1977, it was hit by a
car, but total damages of the property were not described.
