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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The property, known as the Perkins House, is believed to have been constructed around 1858, according to the Geneva History Museum’s bronze plaque program. It was initially purchased in 1849 by John Schmoldt, an early carpenter in Geneva. Schmoldt built the house before February 1860, when it was sold to Joseph H. Mayborne. 1861, the property was sold to Warren Wilcox, who later deeded the house to his daughter, Lucinda (Wilcox) Perkins.

Lucinda and her husband, Loren Perkins, a grocer operating a store on State Street between First and Second Streets, lived in the house from approximately 1859 until 1875. The Perkins had no children. Loren passed away in June 1874, and Lucinda died in December 1875. The estate was settled in 1881, and George Strong subsequently purchased the property. He used it as a rental property, with the house being inhabited by John Phelps for some time before he moved to 112 N Third St.

In 1972, the house was updated with stucco, and the porch was enclosed.

This property is part of the TAF project and has been recognized by the Geneva History Museum with a bronze plaque.
