BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The house at 211 North Third Street (formerly addressed as 1211
Third Street before 1930) was built in 1928 for Ernest D. and Violette
M. (Karlzen) Skoglund. The construction was nearing completion in
November 1928, with the basement having been dug earlier in July
of that year by Fred Hillquist. The Skoglunds moved into the home
around Christmas 1928.

Ernest Skoglund, who owned a floor covering store in Geneva and a
gift and furniture store in St. Charles, passed away in 1968, although
he was residing at 315 Peyton Street at that point. By 1956, the
house became the residence of Albert and Rose (Anderson)
DeMeyer. Albert DeMeyers and his father built a garage on the
property, likely in the late 1950s. The DeMeyers family moved to
1000 Geneva Road around 1968-69, and the property was sold to
the Arnold family in 1969.
