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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The house, built circa 1860, was remodeled in 1930 to its present Colonial Revival style. Henry W. Searl, born in Cass County, NY 1910, moved west to Marengo in 1852 and settled in Geneva in 1860. He married Amanda Orcutt in 1833, but she passed away in June 1893. In 1896, Henry married Margaret “Maggie” Thornton. Although he worked as a blacksmith, Henry spent much of his life in Geneva as a horticulturalist. He passed away in April 1899.

In 1906, Henry’s heirs sold the property to Alfred and Hannah Sanders (sometimes spelled Zanders). Alfred, employed by Wheeler Screen Co. and other manufacturing companies in Geneva, remodeled the house in 1928-1929. Alfred and Hannah, married in 1897, raised five children in the home. Hannah died in 1938 at the age of 66.In May 1948, Irving A. Sanders, their son, applied for a building permit for a new garage and screen porch, acting as the owner and contractor. Alfred Sanders passed away in 1959 while living with his son Irving at the house. Irving Sanders died in January 1990, and his wife, Lucetta, passed away in December 1981.

The property remained in the Sanders family for 96 years until it was transferred to their son, Scott R. Sanders, who sold it to Charles F. Ruetsche in April 2012.
