BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

In August 1876, Henry W. Searl sold or deeded the property to
George B. and Amy L. (Searl) Rogers. George Rogers, a painter by
trade, owned the home.

Around 1910-1911, John and Sadie Worth are believed to have
rented the property. By 1920, Joseph Brown purchased the home
previously owned by George Rogers. Joseph Brown worked for
lllinois Bell for 43 years, retiring in 1955. He and his wife, Bess,
moved to Florida in 1961, where Joseph passed away in 1964.

In 1961, Robert D. Geigner became the property owner, though he
passed away in 1982 at 52 at another home. In 1972, Donald L. and
Julia M. Ehresmann took ownership of the property. When they
owned the property, they remodeled and enlarged the house as well
as doing extensive landscaping. In 2012, Jeffrey Hampton acquired
the house.
