BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

This lot is not visible on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps until 1923. At
that time, a property already exists on the site. It is a two-story,
center-gable house with a porch extending across the full front
facade and another on the rear half of the south facade, lining up
with that center gable. Also on the site is a small detached garage in
the rear. In 1930 and 1945, the footprint is the same. Robert Larson
received a $600 permit for a new garage at the address in 1961.
According to historic aerials, the detached garage was replaced with
a garage attached by an extended addition sometime between 1963
and 1983. In 1965, Ralph M Boyd received a $900 permit for a new
garage, likely the one visible in the aerials.

The original owner of the home is not known. Local phone books and
newspapers list Sam Trombello as the primary resident from at least
1956 to 1958. Mr. and Mrs. Robert and Regania Larson are listed
from 1961- 1971. Ralph M Boyd is listed from at least 1965 to 1974.
