BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The first time this lot is visible in Sanborn Fire Insurance maps is in
1923. At this time, the lot is empty. By 1930, there is a two-story
house with a porch on the south side. At this time, the porch is not
enclosed. In the 1945 map, the footprint is the same. Historic aerials
show a shift in the footprint between 1994 and 1999. A permit was
issued for an addition in 1995, which was likely the three rear
sections which decrease in size as they become further away from
the original footprint. Historic aerials show a garage on site since at
least 1983.

The original owner of the site is not known. From 1937-1938, Alma
Swanson was selected as an election clerk while registered at the
address. Local phone books and newspapers list Mrs Huldah C
Esser as the primary resident from at least 1956 to 1958. In 1962,
the site is listed as vacant. Philip H Rahn is listed from at least 1966
to 1985.
