Roscoe Rawson worked at the City of Geneva Power House and the Police Department for most of his life, with a brief period in the late 1920s as a "house decorator." He was also a WWI veteran, a Geneva American Legion Post member, and served as a Service Officer for the Illinois Veterans Commission from 1944 to 1962.

The Rawson family made significant changes to the property after acquiring it in 1921. The house was enlarged to the north before 1923, with a second-floor north ell added sometime between 1923 and 1930—likely around the same time the shingles were installed. The Rawsons obtained mortgages from the Geneva Building & Loan Association in 1926 and 1932, possibly to finance the construction of the second-floor addition and general remodeling. It is also likely that the shingle siding was installed between 1926 and 1930 or concurrently with the construction of a detached garage built between 1945 and 1950.Though the Rawsons faced foreclosure in 1934, during the Great Depression, they managed to save the property. They retained ownership until 1964 when their son, Ralph (a standout football player at Geneva High School in the 1940s), sold the house to Norma E. Boyd. Norma Boyd lived in the home until around 1998.
