BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The lot this property sits on is visible first in 1923 as an empty space.
By 1930, there is a small one story house in the rear of the lot. By
1945, a building with the same footprint is labeled as a garage, and a
2 story house with an enclosed front porch across the front facade is
in the front of the lot. It's possible that the original owners of the site
lived in the smaller back building while the current house was being
built, and then used it as their garage when it was completed. Today,
the footprint of the building is very similar.

Micheal Poulos purchased Lots 6 and 7 of Block 16 from John and
Marjorie Bloomdahl for $10 in 1938. He and his family were residents
until his death in 1960. Mrs. Paula Poulos, his wife, remained in the
house until 1964. Poulos was a veteran and very involved in the
American Legion. The couple changed their name from Nacopoulos
in 1938.

John R. Valliere and his wife lived at the address from at least 1964
