	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Third Courthouse, located at its present site, was completed in 1857 but was destroyed by fire on March 13, 1890. 

 After the fire in 1890, the courthouse was rebuilt under the supervision of architects W.J. Edbrooke and Franklin P. Burnham from Chicago, with C.A. Moses serving as the general contractor. The courthouse was officially dedicated on September 30, 1892. The 1892-10-1 issue of the Geneva Republican described the courthouse and its dedication. It described it as "210 feet long, 103 feet wide and 136 feet to top of dome; built of red pressed brick with terra cotta trimmings...interior finishing of marble, red oak, and Georgia pine." The total project cost was $251,531.90, with the actual court house costing $177,371.96. 

In 1910, Edward Holsag of Aurora painted 11 murals in the rotunda of the courthouse. A large section of the roof was damaged in a fire again in December 1927, leading to repairs by Bloomdahl & Daggett.

The building's windows were later replaced by architect Tom Emma after other design proposals were rejected, as reported on August 20, 1981. The exact date when the balustrades were replaced with the current brick parapet is unclear, but this change likely occurred during one of the building’s renovations. When the windows were replaced, many of their original muntin patterns were lost, and additional changes have been made over time with utility needs.

The building still retains much of its original character and use. It is an important landmark in downtown Geneva and relates the area to the greater history of the county.
