BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The building at 123 S. Third Street in Geneva was under construction
in March 1952, as reported in the Geneva Republican on April 3,
1952. It was designed to house the dental office of Dr. Richard
Adams Davis (1907-1974), who served as Mayor of Geneva from
1961 to 1965.

The building at 123 S. Third Street was constructed without a
basement, in accordance with an agreement with Caldwell and Ann
Mead, the owners of the Republican Printing Office at 121 S. Third
Street. The construction of the 123 S. Third Street building was
coordinated with the neighboring 127 S. Third Street building. The
agreement was recorded in the Kane County Land Records (KCLR
Book 1573, pp 577-578 and KCLR Book 1574, pp 327-328). Upon
completion, the building housed Dr. Davis's dental office alongside
the Bentley Camera Shop.

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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The building at 123 S. Third Street in Geneva was under construction in March 1952, as reported in the Geneva Republican on April 3, 1952. It was designed to house the dental office of Dr. Richard Adams Davis (1907-1974), who served as Mayor of Geneva from 1961 to 1965. 

The building at 123 S. Third Street was constructed without a basement, in accordance with an agreement with Caldwell and Ann Mead, the owners of the Republican Printing Office at 121 S. Third Street. The construction of the 123 S. Third Street building was coordinated with the neighboring 127 S. Third Street building. The agreement was recorded in the Kane County Land Records (KCLR Book 1573, pp 577-578 and KCLR Book 1574, pp 327-328). Upon completion, the building housed Dr. Davis's dental office alongside the Bentley Camera Shop.

Dr. Davis, who married Ruth Aloise Anderson in Michigan in 1931, moved to Geneva before 1940, where they raised two daughters. He retired in 1968 and relocated to Florida, where he later passed away. With his retirement, the dental office continued, with dentists including James B Sacrey, Jr., D.M.D., taking up the office.

Between 1955 and 1960, Village Realty began to occupy the site, and in 1967, Geneva Travel Service moved in. Cycles of office and commercial spaces continued to modern day. 

The site contributes to the historic district as a piece of commercial history dating to the 1950s.
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
