	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The foundation for Dr. Raymond G. Scott's new cottage was laid by November 30, 1910, as reported in the Geneva Republican. The Wilson Brothers secured the contract to build a modern home using plaster (stucco). Dr. Scott, who operated the Colonial Hospital, had the cottage constructed to the north of the hospital.

In 1958, the cottage was remodeled for Miss Leone Grandy and Miss Lee Van Cordon. The remodel featured an "open" design with a glass front and a sunken rock garden. The first floor was made into shops, while the second floor was updated to a modern apartment. The ladies occupied one shop themselves and rented others out to specialty shops. One long lasting shop in the building was Jr Gentlemen, which sold "clothing for the younger man". The contractor for this project was Lawrence Swanson, as noted in the Geneva Republican on May 15, 1958. G. R. Steininger designed the landscaping including the rock garden.

The Geneva History Museum later placed a plaque on the property in 1963, marking its historical significance. The building contributes to the historic district as an example of the shift from residential use to commercial use in buildings in this area.
