BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Geneva architect Tom Emma designed the building, which was a
significant departure from the original concept, as shown in the
Geneva Republican in 1954. The 1955-03-03 issue of the Geneva
Republican describes the building plans as the church agreed upon.
The project's groundbreaking took place on May 22, 1955, as
reported by the Geneva Republican on May 19, 1955. August Wilson
& Son served as the contractor for the construction. Features
highlighted in the newspaper included indirect lighting, leaded glass
windows, and the elimination of steps through having no basement
under the church proper.

In September 1968, the 1968-09-26 issue of the Geneva Republican
reported the dedication of a bell tower as part of the building's
design. Their former building on State Street had been torn down in
1964, and the church received the bell on that occasion.

The church is still active today. It undergoes regular maintenance
