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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Sackett House, built in 1868, is believed to have been constructed by Clark & Long, who owned the property from 1866 until it was sold to Harriet and George A. Sackett in January 1870. Clark & Long had mortgaged the property, but their mortgage was released in February 1868.

In 1869, Thomas Clark was assessed property taxes on the land ($88) and improvements ($742)—the 1870 census lists Thomas Clark living nearby, with the Sackett family residing in the same area. In the census, Thomas Clark's household was recorded as entry #126, while George A. Sackett's household appeared as entry #130.

The first time the lot appears on historic Sanborn maps is in 1912. At that time, a series of additions to what appears to originally be a cross plan already exist on the rear, and porches exist on the front facade and south side. 

By 1923, the rearmost, L-shaped addition was removed, and the front porch enlarged. The removal of the rear addition gave space for a detached garage to be added. At that time, Mr. and Mrs. John A and Jennie Fisher resided at the property, remaining until 1959, when Jennie Fisher, by then widowed, passed away. In 1930, they also removed the south side porch.

The property eventually transitioned to commercial use, with the first advertisement of a store at the address being Italian Gardens, a clothing store, in 1961. It has been the site of Graham's Chocolate Company since 1993.

The Geneva History Museum has honored the property with a plaque, though the date of the plaque's installation is unspecified.
