By the 1930s, the house had been split into apartments for rent. At some point between 1948 and 1954, the site's use changed from fully residential to commercial. Local phone books list Country Kitchen confectionary and Inez Fouret at the address. It is likely that Fouret was a second-floor resident with Country Kitchen at the first floor. Both continued to be listed until 1962. In 1966, Country Kitchen was still listed with Neil Oberg, a painter, instead of Fouret. In 1970, only Country Kitchen is listed. By 1973, Gourmet Gallerie, foods ready to serve is listed.
The Geneva Republican lists Glassworks Gallery, a stained glass studio, at the address from 1977 to 1978. From 1980-1985, British Import Jewelers Limited is listed. Hennessy's Irish House is listed in the back of the property from 1987-1994. A different jeweler, Richard Matson jewelers, is listed from 1988-2000. Richard Matson was a jeweler for over 40 years in the area and his daughter Margaret also became involved in the business, taking over after her father left. Today, the site continues to be a multi-unit commercial resource.
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
