	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The core of this building, originally a barn, was once part of the residence of Judge Isaac Wilson, who lived at 215 Fulton Street/328 S. Second Street. The barn was likely constructed around the same time as the house, which was completed in 1878. In 1926, the barn was moved by James Smith Sheafe (1876-1970) and his wife, Helen Sinclair Sheafe (b. 1883), and converted into their family home. The Sheafes had previously lived at 215 Fulton Street/328 S. Second Street from 1926 to 1927.

Sheafe, an engineer who founded Sheafe Engineering in Chicago in 1917, specialized in railroad components, including a patent for locomotive air brakes, air hose connectors, fittings, and an oil burner. The Sheafe children were Jean (b. 1904), Florence (b. 1906), James Jr. (b. 1909), and Helen (b. 1917). Before relocating to their new home, the Sheafe family had lived at the northwest corner of Fulton and Fourth Streets from 1925 to 1926. In 1927, Sheafe erected a tall fence around the property, partially removed in 1938 due to visibility issues at the intersection.

In 1937 Irvin and Harriet Harris moved into the property after renting it in 1936, when the Sheafe family relocated permanently to Casa Grande, Arizona. The Harris family sold the property to Joseph and Jean Burton in 1947, and they lived there until 1970. Following their departure, the property became the home of A. L. Allen & Son's real estate office made "bulky and inappropriate additions" to the north and second floors.

The A. L. Allen & Sons Land Company became a Century21 franchise in the 1980s. The company continued to operate in an upstairs suite until 2007, when they moved to Batavia, Illinois. In 2002, the first floor was converted into retail space and sold to investors. Mike and Ann Anastasio purchased the property in 200. Fiora's restaurant opened in 2008 after a local preservation battle to save the former barn-turned-restaurant from being replaced by a large office building. The popular restaurant closed in 2022, and the property re-opened in 2023 as The James restaurant.
